Linda Yar (sp?) (700 block of Lawrence Street) ï has had issues with student houses in 
the area; some ANCôs have tried to set up standards for student behavior; please coop-
erate in terms of working with MPD and Catholic U to control student behavior 
Carla from Dance Place (8

th
 and Monroe) is having a talent show August 12

th
 and 13

th
 

and they give 10 free tickets to Brookland residents; 7 pm ï will be sold out 
Mr. Yar said they have had public urination, drunkenness, parties where people pay, etc 
Terry from Bloomingdale Beautification Committee, has a grant proposal; Commissioner 
Bonds asked her to make her presentation at the September meeting 
Mike Clark ï DASH was at a meeting and they said they would form a community steer-
ing committee but that has not taken place 
 
MPD ï Commissioner Bonds asked the audience to be reasonable and respectable; 

letôs talk about strategies that will improve the neighborhood; 
Commander Greene ï 17 student rooming houses in that 
area and they all have proper permits; will meet with CUA so 
when the students return they will not disturb the community; 
have worked with Howard U in proactive ways and has had 
success;  
Crime stats ï crime is down in last month; YTD up a bit be-
cause of robberies; have put some things in place to reduce 
those items; listed several items that have gone down; theft 
from autos have gone down; 
Neighborhood feuding went on a lot in PSA 501 last year; T 
street/Todd street feuds; working to throw the book at those 
guys; shootings are down compared to last year; shooting 
on 3

rd
 has a lot of good leads; shooting on Adams was a 

random argument and they have a lot of work to do on that 
one; employing light towers; heavy enforcement on traffic; 

last 60 days there have been 380 arrests; 97 narcotics arrests; still have a long way to 
go; activity has started to move to the midnight tour; 68 arrests in traffic violations; spe-
cific officer are assigned to traffic enforcement around McKinley, Todd, etc;  
Commissioner Salatti said strategy Commander has employed has worked on the 
ñpartyò houses ï sending someone during the week especially 
Resident asked about buying guns back ï Commander said not sure if and when that 
may be applied again; or if the guys we want to get the guns out of their hands are the 
ones who will turn them back in for money; 
Resident asked if  there cases when off-duty officers are hired by students to protect 
their parties; Commander said probably not 
There were more complaints about CUA; Commander Greene said he will work with 
them; Georgetown has a 24-hour hotline and he will try to get them to establish the 
same thing or at least be able to call someone from CUA; Commissioner Daneker said 
this has been very helpful with Howard;  
Resident said MPD has done a fantastic job 
Commissioner Wright asked what is the status of the group home; Commander said 
group home was not the whole picture; thatôs why they are still employing a light tower, 
etc; if you get 4 or 5 of the key players off the street the violence usually goes down;

Commissioner Ransom said has had a rash of robbery teams running from 5D to 4D, 
robbing 7/11ôs, etc; her understanding is that they have been captured; has crime gone 
down?; 
Commander said they have established suspects; some arrests were made in Edge-
wood; just this weekend another group was robbing younger juveniles and the footmen 
caught those guys;  
Commissioner Bonds said most of our issues are juvenile related and she is not sure 
we are getting the kind of government assistance that we should; Commander Greene 
said they do a lot with youth; he listed several program and strategies such as visiting 
juveniles at home, knowing which ones are released where; they meet with DYRS and 
they let MPD know when certain juveniles are going to be released; by law juvenile in-
formation is not shared with the public; Commissioner Bonds asked about ex-offenders 
ï what percentage of repeat offenders occur in 501 
Commissioner Grant thanked the Commander for going on the walk through and con-
tacting some of the owners of buildings that have since refurbished their properties 
Mike Clark asked about progress on the murder on Todd; Commander said yes; he also 
asked if U street is a problem location; Commander said a lot of the crews live in that 
area; those are the areas they often concentrate on; Mike Clark said the children are 
disappearing off the street because it is not safe; and they donôt see as many officers on 
the street in the day and thatôs when the juveniles are out; Commander said they deploy 
at the violent crime scenes; now it seems to be moving to the night shift and they are 
adjusting accordingly  
Resident asked if there are some quick laws for crimes on the books that we can call in 
such as leaving trash on the streets; 
The people leaving the trash donôt live there and they are often doing drugs; Com-
mander Greene said you guys are our eyes and ears; when you see something call us; 
walk-throughs are helpful as well, and the more people you get out the better 
Resident said if they are robbing people at the subway station then they will rob people 
at gas stations next; 
Commissioner Farmer asked how long it should take MPD to show up; Commander 
Greene said calls are prioritized, crimes in progress are moved to the top; Commis-
sioner Farmer said it took 20-30 minutes before MPD came for the shooting; Com-
mander Greene said he will look into that; 
Resident said she was walking her dogs to the store and officers came up and said 
keep moving, and the officers were rough on them;  
Mrs. Yar said it would be great to know if arrests have been made in certain cases; 
Commander said we could maybe do flyers or something to work with folks who do not 
have listservs;  
Commissioner Bonds said the ANC would be happy to take on that challenge

Artspace Project PUD Hearing 7-29-2009 Commissioner Grant ï looking to build 41 
affordable units for artists; they have already presented to the ANC; tonight looking for a 
final vote; deciding whether or not to support the project; Commissioner Bonds asked if 
there have been any changes in the paperwork or questions form Commissioners; pre-
senter said no changes; they are putting in higher ceilings and bigger windows; working 
with the neighborhood for mural projects etc; there is more color in the building form last 
rendering; added benches for students; Commissioner Grant said major concerns 
brought up previously have been addressed; Commissioner Grant made motion to sup-
port the plans; Commissioner Edwards 2

nd
; Mr. Yar said asked that preferences be 

given to Ward 5 residents at last meeting; has that been dome?; Carla  said the main 
developer for the project said what would be reserved for the Districts of Columbia ï 50 
percent reserved to DC residents; will use rigorous ways of communicating such as 
through Mr. Henderson, Ms. Padou so that priority will be given to Brookland residents; 
Mr. Yar asked how would that be done; Commissioner Bonds said  given recent history 
with Zoning Commission we are making sure those items are included in discussions 
with the Zoning Commission and they are already on top of it; resident said she cannot 
see what the presenters have; Commissioner Bonds said they have already presented 
at previous meetings, and this is a meeting for us to now vote on the project, we have 
done a thorough airing of the subject; Commissioner Bonds said she should feel free to 
get up to see the project; motion passed unanimously 
 
Marriott Springhill Conference Center Project ï Zoning Commission had some en-
hancements; Commissioner Edwards ï Commission voted to support it earlier; ques-
tions raised by the commission were also raised by community; since then they have 
met with Urban Forestry and other organizations; they have agreed to make some de-
sign changes (lower height from 18 to 17 feet); changes to the walls, parking facilities, 
access, Zoning will oversee the implementation of the community amenities package; 
75,000 dollar job readiness program, DCRA will make sure they follow through on that; 
scholarships will also be issued; culinary arts program ï interns will participate in that; 
will host an annual luncheon for seniors; annual holiday party; Commissioner Edwards 
asked to put some residents on a task force to help identify a list of residents who might 
be interested in jobs, training, etc; and he can be the chair of the task force; Commis-
sioner Bonds said we are very much in favor of this; (applause); Commissioner Bonds 
said thank you very much 
 
Bloomingdale Farmers Market ï this ANC supports them ï they have already submit-
ted their letter of support;  
3

rd
 and V streets NE ï chronic concern - nine houses complain that the market takes 

up their space (parking, etc); the quality is not always perfect but it is a wonderful place 
for people to come together and we want to support them; we have a commitment from 
MPD to open up a street for more parking; when we get a new Florida Park things will 
become much more convenient; gates are coming down; it was painted recently too; 
Councilmember Thomasô Office is very engaged in this 
Got action on 3

rd
 and V Streets ï thanks to Commissioner Wright (applause) 



McMillan Development ï land was transferred from 
federal government to District Government in 1987; 
Commissioner Daneker said an advisory group was 
formed couple years back; have had 3 public meetings 
so far; right now economy is not in great shape; at this 
time there is no land disposition; MAG has been work-
ing with the developer; Clint Jackson office of the Dep-
uty Mayor (City Planning) spoke; a gentleman was also 
here from EYA; project is moving forward; will be com-
ing to the community again soon; will stimulate eco-
nomic development and bring neighborhood services; 
DC bought the property in 1987; the District government decided back then to develop 
the property to fit in with the fabric of the community; it will never be paved over; it will 
bring in more retail to the neighborhoods; mixed use project; hotel, office, residential op-
tions, and retail; open space park space and open recreational space will be there also; 
perhaps an amphitheatre and farmers market; historic preservation will be critical part of 
the project; affordable housing in a mixed use also; mixed income housing also; resi-
dent asked if he had seen the McMillan Statue; yes, and it will be brought to the site; 
there was some discussion about where the statue is;  
Akash Dakar (sp?) said they are available for community meetings and input; he works
