Richard Norwood  replacing Alice Thompson (who got a promo-
tion); he says we have another workaholic in him; he will try to 
be as responsive as possible; lives right up the street; Commis-

sioner Wright said it was hard to lose Alice and  Justin, but Mr. 
Norwood has been very responsive; he said thank you to every-
one; he wants to build a relationship; he will keep working with 
us to win our confidence  
 
Commissioner Bonds (Chair) asked for comments  ï Roger 
Terry from 5C03 requesting a grant for the tulip project ; has 
been successful, would like to continue that grant; he gave the 
form to Commissioner Bonds; Commissioner Pinkney said it 

looks wonderful when the tulips bloom; Commissioner Bonds en-
couraged everyone to consider applying for grants; C. Davis 
asked about proposed use of the Cook Elementary school; resi-
dent asked about beautification for Hanover Place, they never 
got their trees or beautification money, everything is above Flor-
ida avenue never below; we have all these places that are con-
centrated into one area (the social ills); people are fed up; trash 
all day long; Commissioner Pinkney said they considered tree 
boxes on Hanover but discovered that the sidewalks are all ce-

ment so that cut out tree boxes, but we can do some tulips; per-
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haps they need to ask for new sidewalks that accommodate 
green space  
 

A member of the Bates Area Civic Asso-
ciation presented Miss Bonds with a 
certificate of appreciation for event in 
the park (applause); Joyce Robinson -Paul 
(Truxton Circle) ï they have closed the li-
brary and day care, trash on play ground; 

kids from charter school go there to play; 
they should not leave our playground dirty; 

resident said they have complained about illegal dumping there; 
Mr. Norwood said that is in the pipeline ; MAG (McMillan Advisory 
Group) meeting at St. George Church tomorrow (Wednesday); 
www.ourmcmillan.org [ my notes from that meeting are posted 
on the EdgewoodDC website:  www.edgewooddc.org]; Commis-
sioner Daneker said it will be a small meet and greet for half on 
hour, then will discuss traffic, storm water, economic develop-

ment, and historic preservation; there have been other public 
meetings about McMillan; at 160 U street NW; I announced the 
Edgewood cleanup and website ; Commissioner Wright went to 
the disaster preparation event; also there will be another bike 
ride for the Metro Trail; they will try to arrange Bike rentals also  
 

Alice Thompson handed out informa-
tion about ADRC (Aging Disability Re-
source Center ) begins with age 60; helps 

out seniors with many things like utility 
bills, homeless, legal issues, it is a one stop 
service center; her colleague was Dawn and 
she said they just received a grant; Com-

missioner Bonds asked Alice and Dawn to come back and be on 
the agenda; also the campaign called long - term care (age 40 -
78); you will be receiving a large booklet that will talk about it; I 
spoke about the 5D CAC Awards GALA on October 22 nd  at the 
Washington Navy Yard (6:30 pm)  
 



The Sergeant from PSA 501 gave out crime 
stats ; what has been hitting us a lot is robber-
ies and is usually juveniles; several right ff of 
RI; often iPhones and iPods are taken; one guy 
was robbed at gunpoint and they were caught 
within 5 minutes; Commissioner Phillips asked 
about MPD merging with Metro Police for RI 
Metro; Sergeant said Metro transit has been do-
ing their own operations and MPD has been in 

close contact with them and they have closed a 
couple of cases as well; during the holidays there are more rob-
beries; always be aware of your surroundings; donôt leave things 
in your car; donôt put things in your trunk as you leave your car; 
Commissioner Phillips asked about new recruits coming into 501; 
the Sergeant said there are 35 officers assigned to 501; he de-
scribed which areas the officers cover in this area of 501; Hano-
ver has mountain bike officers; these are evening officers; after 
10:30 the midnight officers come on; a resident said Hanover is 

starting to see drugs coming back again openly smoking their 
ñbluntsò, and the officers come an hour later; she has called and 
Lt. Wright calls her back; even though you call by the time offi-
cers arrive the perpetrators are gone; she spoke at length about 
not being afraid of them; Commissioner bonds asked her to let 
the officer respond and she said he has to hear all her concerns 
first; Sergeant said 5D does not dispatch calls, and shootings 
take precedence, and he hopes it does not take an hour for offi-
cers to arrive; Commissioner Pinkney said she will work with her 

on all of these issues; Commissioner Farmer said letôs get 5D 
back here and get the stats of drug calls; resident said she called 
911 and the operator said there is no one assigned to that spe-
cific area they are all on call; she said one time police drove right 
by when there were drug sales going on; Sergeant said by law 
they cannot just get out and arrest people; Commissioner Day 
said the community needs to know about CAC meetings and PSA 
meetings where more time is allotted; PSA meetings are 3 rd  
Wednesday at Harry Thomas Recreation Center; Commissioner 
Bonds said you also have the CAC meeting on 4 th  Thursday; resi-



dent asked about a policing plan she gave to someone earlier; 
Joyce Robinson -Paul said New York Avenue playground is a prob-
lem; it is in 5D; there are drugs and alcohol; we would like to 
see the children reclaim the park and the police can help us with 
that; Commissioner Phillips suggested we have a public safety 
meeting of the ANC; we cannot hold all these problems on just 
the officers; Commissioner Bonds thinks this is a great sugges-
tion; we donôt want to supersede the PSA meetings; Commis-
sioner Wright said more focus is needed in community policing 

(things we can do as residents) such as lighting, cut back 
bushes, other tricks of the trade; Commissioner Bonds thanked 
the officer. ( applause )  
Commissioner Daneker made an announcement ( I missed it 
sorry )  
 
Commissioner Day ï Grants  Metropolitan Basketball submit-
ted necessary documents, we can close out that gra nt; All Na-
tions Church is good; Good Ground God Life submitted their 

items via email ; Commissioner Day spoke about other grants 
(one helping 35 kids using a computer for homework; provided 
certificates for kids who completed the project/homework; two 
grants presented tonight (Bates Civic Association for tree boxes, 
postage, shirts for block leaders, cleanup event, etc); Peter B 
chair of Environmental services committee requesting $2000 
grant to identify 50 tree boxes in need of repair ; partnering with 
DC helps for supplies; street cleanup lead by CSOSA; looking to 
do 40 -50; looking for churches/neighbors to sponsor boxes; also 

working with Greater DC Cares; Commissioner Farmer asked 
about postage, shirts, and what does that have to do with tree 
boxes; respondent said they need to do a mailing of the flyer be-
cause many do not have internet, and the banner is to advertise, 
and the shirts are there for the block leaders so they can be eas-
ily identified; blocks are P Q bates, 1 st, 3 rd , and 4 th ; looking for 
volunteers; 142 Bates street (you can reach him there; will set 
up an Evite; Commissioner Bonds wonders if 30 dollars per tree 
box is enough ; resident said having done tree boxes she spent 
50 dollars and up for her boxes; Commissioner Bonds asked if 



they could amend the grant ; presenter said he will submit a new 
grant right away with new figures; he will need to attach what-
ever he is mailing out as well ; Commissioner Phillips asked about 
buying the shirts; Commissioner Day said it is fine we have done 
that before; resident reminded the presenter that people have to 
sponsor and maintain the tree boxes; another women said they 
have already discussed that  
2009 Tulip Project Grant ï presentation was made; Commis-
sioner Ransom asked about the tulip bulbs; it was all fine  

 
 

Zoning and use of Cooke School  ï 
Commissioner Pinkney -  she would like to 
introduce Mia Fernandez acting director of 
the Latin American Youth Center and Arthur 
Day ; doing a 2 nd  campus and 16 suites that 
will house 16 young people at the school; 
the charter school has a dual program deliv-

ery, working with young adults 16 -24 from 
academic instruction to get them to pass 
GED and the 2 nd  track is vocational training 
ï they become certified in construction  
OCEA training, etc; work in the classroom 

and at live construction sites; they have worked and partnered 
with other groups in this area; have done projects in Trinidad Ivy 
City, and Brookland construction sites; crime has plagued our 
city for some time; they try to provide opportunities for the 

young adults; they are a drug - free school testing the kids every 
month; provide life skills, resume preparation, full service; not 
just a social service delivery; he understands some of the chal-
lenges the community has; resident said are these kids from this 
community, not bringing in kids from this area; 40 of the kids 
would come from Ward 5 if they had the facility at Cooke school; 
many people here do not have high school diplomas; also young 
people who need a step up can apply to this housing; they have 
been in DC for 35 years and have received awards; want to be a 
part of the solution; our kids can help you with flower boxes; 



Commissioner Wright asked about the living arrangements; they 
said three or four rooms with communal area; she asked about 
curriculum; they said 90 percent go on to college ; and the NCC 
is used (national construction curriculum that gets them certi-
fied; Joyce RP said her community did say they want an educa-
tional purpose there; but they are concerned about the housing 
piece; so to import 50 more youth into our community may be a 
problem; they are opposed to the rental/living piece; presenter 
said again they are looking to house kids from just this area ; as 

for parking none of the students drive; there will be ample park-
ing for the staff ; this is something Latin American youth center 

has done successfully in many other 
places; they bring a great program de-
livery; Commissioner Ransom asked if 
they just train for the GED; presenter 
said kids have been out of school for 
perhaps 2 years so they have aged out 
of your traditional public school ; charter 

school kids age is 16 -24 years old; the 
population is defined as without a high 

school credential and have been out of school for a period of 
time ; they do not have contracts with the juvenile justice sys-
tem; resident said she is against this; another resident said this 
would be better in Ward One; and she said the Cooke school 
should be a senior citizen housing place; Commissioner Bonds 
asked that resident to allow other people to speak; Commis-
sioner Pinkney said she is against it because her constituents are 

against it ; another resident said they seem to be asking for ac-
ceptance after the fact; they had meetings  with the community, 
and it is a failure of the system that has secret RFPôs and such; it 
is geared toward how our community has been shafted in the 
decision -making process of this; presenter said the students still 
need to be served; resident said the question is still if we are the 
place for this; resident said she would like a motion be intro-
duced that the mayor meet with us and address why these is-
sues have not been addressed; another resident who is president 
of Dunbar Homeowners Association said it is an important land-
