Ward 5, 60 years and older, social worker will come to your house and evaluate each case; you may be 

on the program just temporarily also; also the program has a food pantry ς just call their office; all of 

these services are free (meals on wheels for example is private and they charge); Donetta said there is a 

survey being circulated among seniors to work with the Department of Aging to be sure that seniors are 

made aware of all of the opportunities the city has to offer; please fill them out 

New Vision Photography ς Marla Sams ς 680 RI Avenue NE in 

the Plaza ς funded by Dept of Disability Services ς they use pho-

tography and videography to instruct adults on life, social, and 

job skills; been in existence for 6 years; they are accepting volun-

teers also; Tim Clark asked if individuals are given a stipend (yes); 

out of 37, 25 are employed; they serve adults that are intellectu-

ally disabled; Rashidi asked if they have an age limit on volun-

teers ς no; Donetta said this organization has won awards and 

we should go and see their work; Presenter had lots of good 

handouts; they also have a studio; 680 RI Avenue Suite H4; 202-269-6723; marlaNVPP@aol.com; they 

also have free shredding; Denise Clyburn asked if individuals can come into her program as well; pre-

senter said photography can be expensive-they are working to be able to incorporate low income fami-

lies; please come and volunteer; Forman Mills has two of her folks employed; Fred Allen asked what he 

would do if he came to volunteer; she said he would assist the instructors like help teach students basics 

in math, camera operation, etc; if you want pictures taken of your event you would just pay for the pic-

tures (no labor charges); 10-2 are the peak hours and not open on weekends; Mike Clark suggested a 

tour as well; ages are 21-60-70; many are from Forest Haven 



Community Concerns 

Traffic Pattern on 4th street ς too easy to be in the wrong lane; how do we address that; Tim Clark said 

you contact DDOT; bike lane is still a car lane too; he will contact someone from DDOT and see if they 

will come out and do a traffic study; bike lanes are there to remind you that bikes travel there 

Another resident was concerned about the Safeway; Tim Clark said it was closed for a couples because 

of vermin last week and they dealt with it; Mike Clark said we need them to make it a great store; Ms. 

Barksdale said we should get a petition going (circulate it to the community); J Palmer said he would be 

willing to support and draft that document; he said we should also register our complaints when we are 

in the store; he personally spoke to the produce guy and they began stocking the items he asked for; 

also, the Census is coming up and we need to make sure folks get counted; Fred Allen said the president 

of the Civic Association should write a letter first; resident said Marshall Philips said he was going to 

speak with them and she has heard nothing since and this was months ago; please participate in the 

Census!; Mike Clark said he will request a meeting with the District Manager in the letter; Mike Clark 

made a motion to write a letter to the District Manager at Safeway requesting a meeting to voice our 

concerns; they will solicit help of Marshall Phillips; motion passed

cil on behalf of the Civic Association 

I asked Mike Clark to speak about development projects in Edgewood and any community amenities 

packages he may have negotiated with developers; Mr. Clark said he would table that till next month 

A Resident asked for a copy of their newsletter; Mr. Clark said they do not have one 



Mike Clark said June meeting will be 3rd Saturday not 4th Monday; meeting will be held at the Edge-

wood Recreation Center; Fred Allen motion to have meeting on June 19th; will be outdoors; will invite 

interim director there as well; the recs centers are supposed to re-open in February; Rashidi suggested 

they contact the Director of the Rec center to reserve the meeting 

Fee rates for membership in Edgewood Civic Association are going up (discussed at Executive Board 

meeting); Tim Clark said although still lower than other associations; 8 per year, 14 for 2 years; basic 

plus is 35 per year and 85 for three years; business is 75 per year, includes ad on web site for 6 months; 

business plus, 125 per year, ad on the site and in the newsletter and get an Edgewood member logo in 

your window; new dues would take affect at the next meeting; 10-year members your dues stay the 

same; Edgewood year starts in January; Rashidi spoke at length about community involvement; he said:

Mike Clark said If we fall be-

low a certain amount we will be charged a service fee; Mike Clark began speaking about development 

projects such as Catholic University, and 4th street will have a study done; McMillan Project no amenities 

project has been put forth; St. Peters development had a package but no one came to the Association; 

he spoke about other items I could not transcribe totally; Tim Clark motion to accept fee changes; mo-

tion passed; if you join tonight the fee is 5 per year, 10 for two years; after tonight new fees take affect 

Tim Clark mentioned online sites for the Association
